“It was the best of times, it was the worst of times.” This is the line Charles Dickens used to open 
his novel A Tale of Two Cities. It could just as easily be used to describe the situation for people 
who benefit from the marvels of modern medicine, yet find it difficult to afford the high costs of 
those prescription drugs. This Mother’s Day is the best of times to help you save an average of 
$3,900 a year on her prescription drug costs. If you are covered by Medicare and have limited 
income and resources, you may be eligible for extra help-available through Social Security-to 
pay part of your monthly premiums, annual deductibles and prescription copayments. To qualify: 
 
Income is limited to $16,245 for an individual or $21,855 for a married couple living together.  
Even if annual income is higher, you may still qualify for help. Some examples where income 
may be higher include: 
-support other family members who live with them 
-have earning from work; or  
-resources limited to $12,510 for an individual or $25,010 for a married couple living together. 
Resources include such things as bank accounts, stocks and bonds. House and/or car are not 
counted as resources.

(H.O.P.E.) is a 
successful support group serving widowed men and women of all 
ages since 1979. The program helps the newly-widowed find the 
determination and courage needed on the journey to recovery. Group 
leaders are not only professionally-trained, but have personally 
experienced the loss of loved ones. Sessions run for ten (10) weeks 
each winter, spring, summer and fall. During these sessions, 
members learn to deal with the impact of widowhood and explore 
and set meaningful goals for the future. 
 
HOPE is now accepting registration for the spring and summer sessions. A nominal fee of $20 is 
requested for each ten-week session to offset the costs of registration and materials. No one, 
however, is ever turned away because of lack of funds.

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Freeholder Director Louis Cappelli, Jr and Freeholder Carmen G. Rodriguez 
announced today that produce vouchers are available for Camden County senior 
citizens for purchases at designated Farmer's Markets.  “In a tough economy, many 
are living check to check, and this program  not only helps seniors stretch budgets 
a little further, but also enjoy locally grown fresh produce.” “We are pleased to offer 
this popular nutritional assistance program to our senior residents,” said Freeholder 
Rodriguez, Liaison to the Department of Health & Human Services, “and the even 
better news is that vouchers have increased from $20 to $30 per household, so that 
fresh fruit and vegetables can be bought throughout the summer and fall."  
 
The vouchers apply to citizens who are 60 years of age and have an annual income 
less then $19,240 for a household of one and less then $25,900 for a household of 
two. Seniors must show proof of income such as a Social Security statement, SSI 
card, Medicaid card or previous year income tax return; and, proof of residency, 
such as driver’s license or utility bill. Vouchers will be given on a first-come, first-
served basis beginning June 15th and are valid through November 30, 2009.

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The legislation signed by President Obama in February provides a one-time 
payment of $250 to Social Security and Supplemental Security Income 
beneficiaries. Payments are expected to be delivered by late May 2009.  No action 
is required on your part. You will automatically receive the payment. The payment 
will arrive separately from the usual monthly (Social Security or SSI benefit) 
payment. If your payment is usually delivered by check, the one-time payment will 
be delivered by check. If you usually receive a monthly direct deposit or Direct 
Express debit card payment, that is how you will receive your one-time payment. If 
you do not receive your payment by June 4, 2009, contact Social Security at 1-800-
772-1213.
